3. A time and times and half a time: There will be a God-given limit of 3% years for the persecution
of God’s people. The word time refers to one year, times refers to two years, and half a time
speaks of half a year, totalling 3% years. There are eight scriptures and four phrases that describe
the final 3% years before Jesus’ return. It is referred to twice as 1,260 days (Rev. 11:3; 12:6);
twice as 42 months (Rev. 11:2; 13:5); three times as “time, times, and half a time” (Dan. 7:25;
12:7; Rev. 12:14); and as “the middle of the week” (Dan. 9:27). By comparing these verses, we
see that they describe the same 3% years.
